KENILWORTH U3A VISIT TO BATH - 3rd TO 5TH DECEMBER 2012
One single and one twin room remain available at present
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In 1987, Bath, which has the only Hot Springs in Britain, was designated as a World Heritage Site because of its beautiful landscape setting, the Roman Baths, the 18th Century Palladian-inspired Architecture such as the Circus, the innovative & cohesive 18th Century Town Planning & the fashionable spa culture that created this Georgian city. It has some of the finest architecture in Europe, including the Royal Crescent & Pulteney Bridge, as well as a diverse collection of museums & attractions, like the Jane Austen Centre and  the Thermal Bath Spa. As well as the regular attractions, each year the area between the stunning Bath Abbey and the Roman Baths is transformed into the Bath Christmas Market, where 129 traditional wooden chalets offer unique, handmade and unusual gifts, decorations and food.
Our Plan: to leave Kenilworth on Monday morning, 3rd December 2012; stay for 2 nights in an hotel within walking distance of many of Bath’s famous attractions, then return by around 17.30 on 5th December 2012.
The Price: will include the coach, a gratuity for the driver & bed / breakfast and evening meals over the two days. The cost will be £185 pp a twin room and £225 a single rooms (allocated on 1st come basis).

The cost: will be divided into a deposit & then staged payments. 
Deposit of £50 pp will need to be paid by 24th January 2012. 
Further payments of £45 pp will be due by15th March; 17th May & 19th July with a final payment of £40 (for the single rooms only) by 20th September 2012.
We do hope to have a reserve list and will try to help with cancellations but, as we have to book the hotel etc, we can’t guarantee to refund payments if you are unable to go, so we would ask that you only commit yourself if sure about the idea. The booking form can be printed from the copy below.

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Things to see
Number One Royal Crescent
The magnificently restored and authentically furnished town house creates a wonderful picture of fashionable life in 18th century Bath.
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Assembly Rooms                        

The Ball Room, Octagon, Tea Room and Card Room of the magnificent Assembly Rooms were used in the eighteenth century for dancing, music and card playing, tea drinking and conversation and are still in use for functions and conferences.
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  Roman Baths
Visit the heart of the World Heritage Site. The Romans built a magnificent temple and bathing complex around Britain's only hot spring, which still flows with natural hot water. 
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Pump Rooms

Regarded as the social heart of Bath for more than two centuries, the Pump Room is the place where hot Spa water is drawn for drinking.                     

Sally Lunn's Historic Eating House & Museum
This centrally located home of the world famous 'Sally Lunn' Bun (exceptionally light semi sweet bread) is now a living museum where visitors can experience a taste of Bath. 

Beckford's Tower & Museum. 

A 120 foot neo-classical Tower which was built in 1827. 
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The Circus
The Circus was the masterpiece of John Wood the Elder. The striking architecture has spawned numerous theories to explain its stark originality.

The Holburne Museum
At the Holburne Museum you will find a beautiful and fascinating art collection in one of Bath’s great buildings.
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Bath's Original Theatre Royal and Masonic Museum
This anonymous building contains 200 years of history that saw it become the first Theatre Royal outside of London, then a Catholic chapel where Bishops were ordained and, since 1865, one of England's oldest provincial Masonic Lodges.
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The Fashion Museum 

The story of fashion over the last 400 years is brought alive at the Fashion Museum, one of the finest museums of fashionable garments in the world.  The displays include 150 dressed figures illustrating the changing styles in fashionable clothes from the late 16th century to the present day, chosen from the museum's collection of 30,000 original items.

Victoria Art Gallery
Bath & North East Somerset's Art Gallery houses work by Gainsborough, Sickert, Zoffany and many other leading artists from the 15th century to the present day.

Herschel Museum of Astronomy
A delightful Georgian townhouse, which was home to astronomer and musician William Herschel and his sister Caroline during last quarter of the 18th Century.
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The Jane Austen Centre
A permanent exhibition and Tea Rooms, celebrating Bath’s most famous resident Jane Austen. 

Museum of Bath at Work

The museum of Bath's working heritage since Roman times featuring a reconstructed ironmongers' shop, Victorian engineering works and mineral water factory. It has an exhibition on 2000 Years of Earning a Living and displays on Bath Stone, cabinet making, local history and invention. Audio guides and guided tours are available.
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Claverton Pumping Station                                                                                                           
Built by John Rennie in 1813 this amazing pump uses the power of the River Avon to lift water up 48ft into the Kennet and Avon Canal above.

Bath Postal Museum
With colourful and frequently changing exhibitions, Bath Postal Museum has something for everyone. Join us and learn why postal services worldwide owe so much to Bath and its illustrious residents.

American Museum in Britain
This lovely building is home to the finest collection of Americana outside of the United States, from early New England Settlers to the eve of the Civil War, Native American Indians, Quilts and Folk Art. 
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 Bath Abbey
The Abbey is the last of the great fifteenth century medieval churches of England and has a remarkable carved frontage and amazing fan vaulting. It was started in 1499 and stands on the foundations of two previous churches. 
Bath Abbey Tower
An exciting tour to the top of the church tower (just £5) gives visitors the opportunity to enjoy a bird's eye view of Bath - see the bells and the clock along the way. 
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 The Royal Crescent
This elegant Georgian crescent is one of the world's best known landmarks. Built between 1767 and 1775 and designed by John Wood the younger.

A short walk from the Royal Crescent is the Circus. It is an amazing example of Bath's striking Georgian architecture with fine detailed Bath stone carvings, built in the eighteenth century and designed by John Wood the elder.
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Pulteney Bridge
Pulteney Bridge is one of the most beautiful and romantic bridges in the world and one of only a handful of historic bridges which has shops built into it. It is best viewed from the nearby Parade Gardens. Walk over Pulteney Bridge and down Great Pulteney Street, where you will see a splendid example of Bath’s grand Georgian terraces. 
Building of Bath Collection
The only museum in Bath, about Bath. Housed in a beautiful gothic chapel, the museum shows how Georgian Bath was developed, built, decorated and lived in.

Museum of East Asian Art
Based in a restored Georgian building, the Museum houses a fine collection of artefacts from China, Japan and South East Asia. Displays include jade, ceramics, lacquer and metal ware dating from c5000BC to the 20th Century.

The Mayor's Honorary Guides offer free walking tours, providing an excellent historical and architectural introduction to the city of Bath. Alternatively, you can see the area from a different perspective on a boat trip along the River Avon. Tickets start from around £5.

If you would prefer to see the sights at your own pace, you can download a free audio walking tour.
